
The businesses are awarded a bronze, silver, gold 

or platinum certificate if they have met the crite-

ria.  

We have run four successful awards in Lincoln 

(2008 -2011) and three in Prebbleton (2009-

2011). The scheme has extended to other Selwyn 

areas, with Leeston/Southbridge joining in 2010, 

with Doyleston also joining in 2011 taking part 

in the Ellesmere Responsible Business awards.  

Rolleston joined for the first time in 2011, with 

29 businesses gaining awards. 

Award ceremonies are held once a year, usually 

in October.

The Lincoln Envirotown Trust  Responsible 

Business Award Survey was written and trialled 

in 2007 by Jeska McNicol of Prescott Horn Ltd. 

The businesses involved tried out the survey 

form and some changes were made in response 

to their comments. 

The reason for introducing the scheme was to 

encourage and support local businesses to      

become more environmentally sustainable, at no 

cost to the business. We  publicise and promote 

local businesses for their sustainable practices. 

We also encourage people to support their local 

business community. We also hope the         

businesses will save money. 

The assessor visits the business, explains the   

survey form, leaves it with the business. A time is 

made to come back when the form is completed, 

or if the businesses need help filling in the form. 

A check is done at that time so that the self    

reporting reflects what  the business is actually 

doing.  

As businesses are all different, the rating is 

worked out as the percentage of possible actions 

that the business is carrying out. 

A feedback letter is sent to the business, with the 

main positives listed together with 3 suggestions 

for further improvement. Help is provided for 

improvement where possible.
